REGULATIONS OF THE LEW SAPIEHA AWARD
I. The award bears the name of Lew Sapieha – a chancellor of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania, eminent politician and patron of the times of the First Polish Republic – and aims to distinguish remarkable service of people in building a sovereign and democratic Belarus turned towards Europe, respecting the best historical traditions of the Polish–Lithuanian Commonwealth, and in shaping and developing civic society in Central and Eastern Europe. 
II. The award is given under the honorary auspices of the President of the Republic of Poland. 
III. The award consists of a scientific stay at Polish universities.
IV. The programme was determined by the Centre for East European Studies of the University of Warsaw and the College of Eastern Europe in Wrocław, supported by the following group of universities: University of Warsaw, Jagiellonian University, Adam Mickiewicz University in Poznań and the University of Bialystok.
V. The Laureate receives:
a) a decorative diploma
b) a 10-month research stay in Poland (15 September – 15 July) at the Universities. 
c) all organisational matters of the stay of the Laureate are taken care of by the Centre for East European Studies
VI. The qualification decision is made aby a 11-member Chapter. It is composed of:
a) representatives of the universities visited as part of the award:
1) University of Warsaw 
     (prof. Maciej Duszczyk, Vice-Rector for Science)
2) Jagiellonian University 
(prof. Dorota Malec, Vice-Rector for University Development)
3) Adam Mickiewicz University

5) University of Bialystok 
(prof. Izabela Święcicka, Vice-Rector for Research)
b) representatives of public institutions:
6) the President of Wrocław
c) people appointed by the initiators of the Award:
7) prof. Elżbieta Smułkowa (Warsaw – philologist, Belarus studies expert, the first ambassador of the Republic of Poland to Belarus)
8) prof. Ryszard Radzik (Lublin – sociologist, recognised specialist in Belarus affairs)
9) delegate of the President of the Republic of Poland, MP 
d) representatives of the initiators of the Award:
10) College of Eastern Europe 
     chair Jan Andrzej Dąbrowski)
11) Centre for East European Studies 
     (head Jan Malicki – secretary of the Chapter)
VII. The administrative office for the Award is located in the seat of the Centre for East European Studies of the University of Warsaw. Members of the Chapter perform their function on a honorary basis. They are appointed as representatives of the University (b) and institutions (c) (for their term of office) or for indefinite time by the initiators of the Award (d)
VIII. Candidates are put forward by the members of the Chapter by the end of January or the beginning of February each year and the Chapter decides on the grant of the award by the end of February. If a member cannot participate in a meeting of the Chapter in person, they can cast their vote in writing (by letter, fax, e-mail – with a signature)
IX. The Ceremony is held in Warsaw on 4 April each year, on the birthday of the patron – chancellor Lew Sapieha.
X. The following approximate terms of stay of the Laureate in respective cities are specified:
1. Jagiellonian University: 15 September – 15 November 
2. University of Bialystok: 15 November – 15 January 
3. University of Warsaw: 15 January – 15 March 
4. Adam Mickiewicz University in Poznań: 15 March – 15 May 
5. University of Wrocław: 15 May – 15 July 
XI. Duties of Laureate:
1. at least 6 weeks of stay at each university (or a period shorter due to public holidays)
2. one public lecture starting the stay of the Fellow at the university (general university stay, general faculty stay or other stay, as decided by the management of the university)
3. six course lectures in the institute of affiliation of the Fellow (the 1+6 course schedule gives 15 hours of courses and possibility to enter those courses as a separate block in student's logbooks).
XII. Duties of Universities:
1. stay allowances
– net PLN 3000.00 per month (if the Laureate has the academic title of PhD at the least); 
– net PLN 2200.00 per month (if the Laureate has not defended their doctoral dissertation yet);
2. double room or single room (as agreed with the Laureate), reservation length: 2 months or shorter = 6 weeks – to be agreed with the Laureate
3. payment for railway tickets for travel between the universities (or a ticket to/from Belarus if the Laureate goes home during their 2-week break)
4. scientific supervision by a supervisor specialising in the field of the Laureate, who will give them advice, assistance and support during the stay at the given university
5. handover of books from the press of the given university, from the field of the Laureate (as chosen and allowed by the university)
6. any other courtesies (as decided by the Rectors of the universities)
