REGULATIONS 
OF THE IWAN WYHOWSKI AWARD
I. The Award is named after Iwan Wyhowski (? – 1664) – a writer of the Zaporozhian Cossacks, then the hetman of the Cossacks and – towards the end of his life – the Voivode of Kiev on behalf of Poland. He was a proponent of agreement between the Cossacks and Poles and formation of the Republic of Three Nations – with the Ruthenian Duchy as the third constituent state, along with the Grand Duchy of Lithuania and the Crown. In 1658, on behalf of the Cossack Hetmanate he concluded the Treaty of Hadiach, being the last attempt at saving the common state. The fact that the Treaty did not take effect brought defeat both to the Sich and the Commonwealth. Iwan Wyhowski was also a successful commander, for instance in the war with Moscow, in particular in the renowned battle of Konotop in 1659. 
In the figure of Iwan Wyhowski, the Chapter would also like to symbolically pay tribute to a range of other figures respected by contemporary Ukrainians and Poles, for instance Constant and Constant Vasil Ostrogorsky, Peter Mogila, Petro Konashevych-Sahaidachny, Ivan Mazepa, Pylyp Orlyk, Symon Petliura or Bohdan Osadchuk, or Vyacheslav Lypynsky, Henryk Józewski, Tadeusz Hołówko, Stanisław Stempowski, Włodzimierz Bączkowski or Jerzy Giedroyc. 
II. The Iwan Wyhowski Award refers to the Lew Sapieha Award, established in 2006 by the Centre for East European Studies of the University of Warsaw and the College of Eastern Europe in Wrocław (as initiators of the Award), supported by the following group of universities: University of Warsaw, Jagiellonian University, Adam Mickiewicz University in Poznań, University of Wrocław and, the invited, University of Bialystok. The Lew Sapieha Award aims to honour remarkable service of citizens of Belarus in shaping and developing the civic society and building a sovereign and democratic Belarus – turned towards Europe, minding the best historical traditions of the Polish–Lithuanian Commonwealth – and in shaping and developing civic society in Central and Eastern Europe.
III.  The Lew Sapieha Award was given honorary auspices of the President of the Republic of Poland – by President Lech Kaczyński, President Bronisław Komorowski and President Andrzej Duda.
IV. In turn, the Iwan Wyhowski Award aims to honour the contributions of Ukrainian citizens in developing science and culture, in shaping and developing civic society in Ukraine and in building democratic Ukraine – turned towards Europe, minding the best historical traditions of the former Commonwealth of many nations and the past, present and future relations of democratic Ukraine with Poland and Europe.
V. The Award was established in 2014 by: the Centre for East European Studies of the University of Warsaw (initiator of the Award) and the following four largest Polish universities: University of Warsaw, Jagiellonian University, Adam Mickiewicz University in Poznań in Poznań and University of Wrocław, as well as the invited universities, located along the Polish eastern border: University of Bialystok, Maria Curie-Sklodowska University in Lublin, Catholic University of Lublin and University of Rzeszów, as well as the Jan Nowak-Jeziorański College of Eastern Europe in Wrocław and the Ossoliński National Institute in Wrocław.
In the years to come, new universities joined the Award: AGH University of Science and Technology, Kozminski University, Academy of Fine Arts in Kraków, College of Europe, Poznan University of Technology, Warsaw University of Technology, Wrocław University of Science and Technology, Warsaw University of Life Sciences, University of Gdańsk, University of Lodz, Pedagogical University of Krakow, University of Agriculture in Krakow and University of Warmia and Mazury.
VI. The Award holds the Honorary Patronage of President of the Republic of Poland Bronisław Komorowski and President of the Republic of Poland Andrzej Duda. The secretary of the Chapter will apply for granting the Award the Honorary Patronage of the President of the Republic of Poland every year.
VII.  The award consists of a scientific stay at Polish universities.
VIII.    The decision on granting the Iwan Wyhowski Award is made by the Chapter, which is composed of Vice-Rectors – delegates of the following universities:

The composition of the university representatives may change as decided by the Rectors (current composition: see Annex 1 to the Regulations).
IX. If a member cannot participate in a meeting of the Chapter in person, they can cast their vote in writing (by letter, fax, e-mail – with a signature)
X. The Chapter will grant one person the Main Award (12-month stay at 6 Polish universities) – the person being a candidate from the field of widely understood humanities – and will grant up to ten people the Fellowship (4-month stays at 2 Polish university) – the people being candidates from the fields of social sciences, exact sciences, economic sciences, technical sciences, agricultural sciences and the library science. 
The Chapter can decide on other distribution of the Award and the Fellowships.
XI. The recruitment of candidates for the Award starts at the beginning of December. Candidates for the Award and the Award Fellowship are to be reported by 15 February of the current year and the Chapter, at a special meeting, will make a decision on granting the Main Award and the Fellowships. 
XII. The Iwan Wyhowski Award will be granted in Warsaw on 22 May, on the day when the Sejm approved the Treaty of Hadiach between the Polish–Lithuanian Commonwealth and the Zaporozhian Cossacks in 1659.
XIII. The Laureate of the Award receives:
a) a decorative diploma
b) 12-month research stay in Poland (1 October – 30 September) at 6 Universities co-creating the Award (the Laureate will stay at each university for 2 months). 
c) the stay begins in October of the year when the Award is granted, 
d) the academic calendar shows that the stay at 5 universities can be of research and teaching nature (from October to July) and a stay at one university will be of research nature only (from August to September); the terms of stay at individual universities will change on a rotation basis,
e) all organisational matters of the stay of the Laureate are taken care of by the Centre for East European Studies of the University of Warsaw.
XIV. Duties of Laureate:
a) at least 6 weeks of stay at each university
b) one public lecture starting the stay of the Laureate at the university (general university stay, general faculty stay or other stay, as decided by the management of the university)
c) six course lectures in the institute of affiliation of the Laureate (the 1+6 course schedule gives 15 hours of courses and possibility to enter those courses as a separate block in student's logbooks).
d) report on the research stay
e) if the stay of the Laureate in Poland results in publications – the Laureate is obliged to place information about the Award in them
XV. Duties of Universities towards Laureate:
1) stay allowances
– net PLN 3500.00 per month (if the Laureate has the title of habilitated doctor (DSc) or professor); 
– net PLN 2500.00 per month (if the Laureate has the degree of MSc or PhD)
2) very good living conditions throughout the stay at the given university,
3) scientific supervision/assistance by a supervisor specialising in the field of the Laureate, who will give them advice and assistance during the stay at the given university,
4) handover of books from the press of the given university, from the field of the Laureate (as chosen and allowed by the university),
5) a Polish course as an option,
6) any other subsidies, aids, courtesies (as decided by the Rectors).
XVI. The Award Fellow receives:
a) a decorative diploma
b) 4-month research stay in Poland at 2 universities co-creating the Award (the Fellow stays at each university for 2 months). 
c) all organisational matters of the stay of the Fellow are taken care of by the Centre for East European Studies of the University of Warsaw.
XVII. Duties of Fellow:
a) 2 months of stay at each of the 2 universities
b) report on the research stay 
c) if the stay of the Fellow results in any publications – the Fellow will be obliged to place information about the Award in them
XVIII. Duties of Universities towards Fellow:
1) stay allowances:
– net PLN 3500.00 per month (if the Fellow has the title of habilitated doctor (DSc) or professor); 
– net PLN 2500.00 per month (if the Fellow has the title of MSc or PhD)
2) very good living conditions throughout the stay at the given university,
3) scientific supervision/assistance by a supervisor specialising in the field of the Fellow, who will give them advice and assistance during the stay at the given university
4) handover of books from the press of the given university, from the field of the Fellow (as chosen and allowed by the university)
5) a Polish course as an option 
6) any other subsidies, aids, courtesies (as decided by the Rectors).
XIX.  Members of the Chapter perform their function on a honorary basis. They are appointed as representatives of the Universities and institutions (c) (for their term of office) or for definite time by the initiators of the Award.
XX. The administrative office for the Award is located in the seat of the Centre for East European Studies of the University of Warsaw.
